The Path of Servant Leadership: The Five-Fold Path of Sacred Service

	 1.	 Serving God with the whole of our being.
	 2.	 Serving the divine image in others, by recognizing that everybody 

(everything) we meet is the face of God.
	 3.	 Serving ourselves as sacred instruments of divine co-creation, by 

keeping ourselves whole through proper diet, rest, exercise, prayer, 
growth, healing.

	 4.	 Serving in our local community, by paying attention to what 
“stirs your soul” or “breaks your heart” and discerning what you 
realistically can do and are called to do in the local community.

	 5.	 Serving the planet as a global citizen (“citizen of the kingdom”), by 
nurturing conscious awareness of the impact our lifestyle, decisions, 
energy and actions are having on the planet and its peoples.

The Practice of Servant Leadership

The content of servant leadership, as we teach it, invites us to “practice 
resurrection” in our daily life through the following three practices:

Communion: Prayer and the Practice of Presence
Compassion: Awakening the Intelligence of the Heart
Co-Creation: Alignment with Divine Power and Purpose
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Our work continues to evolve. We have made substantial revisions to the 
core curriculum, resulting in a significantly clearer, emotionally resonant 
and conceptually coherent sequence of teaching and practices which 
guide participants through a process of genuine emotional and spiritual 
transformation. The preferred sequence is years one through three, in 
order; however, after taking Servant Leadership 1, any of the other core 
classes may be taken.
